
 

Major port Visakhapatnam Port Authority (VPA) has yet again set a remarkable benchmark by 
handling 60.28 million metric tonnes (MMT) of cargo during the first three quarters of 2024-25 
thereby surpassing its previous record of 59.73 MMT set in fiscal 2023-24.
